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Historical images as a construct of territory identity:
current trends in Perm Krai

Abstract. The article examines the topical issue of using historical images in which memory acts as
a construct, focusing on how and for what purpose federal and regional authorities interact with it. It
has been established that today there is no effective mechanism for identifying a key historical
image, studies of regional identity and the inclusion of the results of historical images identification
in regional program strategies can advance research in this direction. The predominance of pre-
revolutionary historical images is recorded in the practices of public history and events, which can
be explained, on the one hand, by nostalgia for “the golden age,” and on the other hand, by the
growing demand of the audience for the non-material culture of the regions. On the example of
Perm Krai, it is shown how the construction of historical images can become a guarantee of the
development of the territory and a factor in the formation of identity. The case of the
implementation of the Usolye Stroganovskoe project shows how a historical image elaborated at the
local level can become a construct at the regional level in the future.

The Past as a Construct

In recent years, more and more attention has been paid by researchers to the
issues of updating the politics of memory and the opportunities of the past that are
opening up for the present. In this case, the past acts as a construct, “a resource for
legitimizing and reassembling the present-day identities.”' Both at the federal and at
the regional level, we can observe the return of historical street names and installation
of new memorial objects associated with the memory of the past, which in the
modern context receive new meanings. Relevant examples include the installation of
the monuments to Prince Vladimir in Moscow and to P. Stolypin in Saratov as
symbols of greatness of authority and strong state; memorial plaques to A. Kolchak
and C. Mannerheim in St Petersburg (dismantled after a short while) that according to
ex-Minister of Culture of the Russian Federation V. Medinsky, were designed “to
overcome the tragic split in our society on the eve of the centenary of the Russian
Revolution.”” The public response that arose after the installation of the monument to
Ivan the Terrible in Orel in 2016 and heated discussions of the possibility of restoring
the monument to F. Dzerzhinsky in Lubyanka (or replacing it with a monument to
Alexander Nevsky as a compromise) in 2021 only demonstrate the fact that society
has not yet formed a unified opinion about the past and its impact on the present.

Over the last few years, a number of studies have been published in the field of
the politics of memory.® In particular, A. Miller understands it as a set of “various

social practices and norms related to the regulation of collective memory”* aimed at
preserving the memory of significant events of the past. These processes also include
the commemorative practices where politics “works with social ideas about the past,
but not with the past itself.”’

Particular research interest of scientists working in this field is related to the
relationship between the politics of memory and regional identity.® Regional
strategies that include actions to preserve memory become the subject of
consideration as separate cases with their own distinctive features. In such a situation,
it is becoming more and more difficult for the federal center to apply a universal
approach to the regions and to offer some general meanings that do not take local
peculiarities into account.

This means that the interpretation offered by the French historian F. Braudel is
becoming productive in regional studies and the region is viewed as an analogue of a
special world with its own mentality, way of thinking, traditions, worldview, and
perception.” In such matters as shaping the historical image of a territory and
choosing a central historical figure, it is necessary to apply a comprehensive approach
based on the politics of memory in the region. At the same time, the emergence of
new historical images and symbols during the implementation of the memory policy
or the restoration of the old ones are meant to unite people and to form their identity.
The study of the opportunities of such images and symbols is also the subject of

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scientific research today with the prospect of possible inclusion of the results
obtained in state and regional historical policy.®

It should be noted that after the 1990s, the trend arose of referring to the pre-
Soviet past associated with the names of Russian emperors and famous noble
families, in the manner that had been impossible in previous years:

... the past that preceded the Soviet past was not only preserved in the category of
“usable” but was also significantly idealized and approximated, among other things,
symbolically. . . and the pantheon of “suitable” images was replenished with new
cult figures, such as the Romanovs, Stolypin, leaders of the White movement, and
other characters that were to symbolize “Russia that we have lost.”’

At the same time, this kind of nostalgia revives interest not only in the pre-
revolutionary past of one’s own family, expressed in the study of family archives and
a sense of belonging to a small homeland, but also interest in the past in general.
According to L. Repina,

... 1n a nostalgic way, the past is not just preserved, but played out again. . ., and it
is usually (though not always) portrayed in the most attractive light. . . . Through the
process of selective amnesia, the past turns into a “golden age.”"’

Therefore, the past, which seems to be filled with heroic images and events as
well as high culture and traditions, becomes a resource for solving the problems that
the present is facing. A team of researchers from Tomsk University came to the
conclusion that “not the future, but the past is the main resource of Russian
modernization”'' today. They note that the sociocultural potential of social memory
associated with nostalgic public sentiments can be used to configure the modern
social order.

In this regard, in our study we use the methodological approach that considers
memory primarily as a construct, focusing on possible goals and ways of interacting
with it, since memory is not located in a certain place and not completely contained

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in someone; instead, it realizes itself through its application.'> Following P. Nora, we
understand places of memory in a broad sense, as a unity of the spiritual and the
material that becomes a symbolic element of heritage. In our work, we consider this
formation as a result of the actions of the authorities in relation to traditions,
according to E. Hobsbawm,

An ‘invented tradition’ is taken to mean a set of practices, normally governed by
overtly or tacitly accepted rules and of a ritual or symbolic nature, which seek to
inculcate certain values and norms of behavior by repetition, which automatically
implies continuity with the past."

Thus, the authorities invent traditions that are capable of maintaining national
identity, doing so by means of festive ceremonies and rituals, minutes of silence,
processions, laying wreaths, etc.

In recent years, the actions of state authorities in the field of traditions have been
largely associated with the appeal to the history of the Great Patriotic War of 1941—
45. Tt is quite obvious that their peak was attained in 2020, when the 75" Victory
anniversary was widely celebrated in Russia. Victory marches (which, despite the
pandemic, were not canceled but only postponed from May 9 to June 24) as well as a
record number of events and projects were timed to coincide with the anniversary.
For instance, a nationwide competition was held in the country in 2020. As a result of
the competition, 20 cities of Russia received the status of “the city of labor valor,”
and in the course of the competition a large information campaign was organized by
regional and federal authorities and an Internet vote was held, in which millions of
people took part. Obviously, by giving a huge number of people an opportunity to
participate in competitive events and to vote for the honorary status of the city of
labor valor, the authorities sought to attract the maximum number of Russian citizens
to the idea of the national identity.

At the same time, against the background of following the meanings that the state
forms, the regions tend to develop their own identities. Regional authorities have
recently realized that the region itself is primarily interested in an effective memory
policy and the opportunities it provides. Romanian researcher L. Bejenaru confirms
this idea citing the representatives of the Crimean Geopoetic Club:

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The region with its rich mythology (historically authentic or fictional) attracts
attention, . . . its life becomes richer, that is why “the region asks for rebranding.”"*

Thus, an important task of the region is to compare its historical policy with the
nationwide one so that historical images could coexist with each other, uniting rather
than dividing the residents.

For example, in the small village of Lotoshino in Moscow Oblast, where in the
past decades the entire historical memory has been concentrated around the Battle of
Moscow, which took place in its territory, a new politics of memory including new
meanings is being developed. For instance, an exposition dedicated to the family of
Meshchersky, the princes whose family estate was located in the village of
Lotoshino, was opened in the historical museum of the village, and soon it is planned
to erect a monument to Prince A. Meshchersky (1822—-1900). At the presentation of
the design of the monument, the head of the urban locality E. Dolgasova noted:

The family of Princes Meshchersky did a lot for the development of the Lotoshino
land. The erection of this monument will signify restoration of historical justice and
recognition of the merits of this family. "

The emergence of new personalized historical images within the regions is also
one of the trends of present-day politics of memory. This is largely due to “the
competition with other regions for the conferment of most profitable (politically
rather than than economically) historical narratives.”'® This process can be clearly
seen on the example of the federal contest “Great Names of Russia,” which was held
in 2019. Within the framework of this competition, central historical figures of
certain regions were to be voted for throughout the country so that regional airports
could then be named after them later on. According to the information on the official
website of the project, 6 million Russians took part in the vote.'” Despite such a
significant number of voters, it came as a surprise to the residents of a number of
regions that their real historical identity remained essentially unaccounted for, and the
persons corresponding to the political views of the authorities became the winners.
For example, the key historical figure for Kaliningrad was the Empress Elizabeth I,

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but not I. Kant — genius loci, the spirit of the 750-year-old city (according to the
definition of the historical section of the Kaliningrad administration website.'®) In
Murmansk, the airport was named after Emperor Nicholas II, the other figure of all-
Russian scale, very vaguely connected with the city itself. Thus, even such a
democratic way of choosing the central historical figure of a territory as a nationwide
Internet voting can hardly be described as optimal.

In the same 2019, another federal project “Living Heritage” was implemented
under the supervision of the Civic Chamber of the Russian Federation and the
Presidential Grants Foundation. As part of this project, a national map of local
cultural brands of Russia was compiled, where the main “nominations” were
determined in each region: persons, images, dates, and events. The leaders were
determined by an expert jury, the opinions of local experts were taken into account
when choosing people, and round tables were held in some cities to discuss possible
brands. However, this method of selection was not without drawbacks: for example,
in Perm Krai, despite the fact that the Stroganovs, B. Pasternak, and V. Tatishchev
were chosen as key historical figures, B. Pasternak became the sole leader because
according to the key criterion of the competition, a person with the status of a Nobel
laureate automatically fell into the “selected corpus of local brands.”"” It would be an
exaggeration to consider the Nobel Prize as the determining factor for the majority of
the residents of the region in choosing a historical person. Boris Pasternak’s position
in this capacity is theoretically possible for Perm, but rather due to the associations of
the city of Yuryatin in the novel Doctor Zhivago with Perm than to the status of a
Nobel laureate. However, in this case, it was this factor that played a crucial role.

All this suggests that in order to demonstrate effectiveness in identifying key
historical images, both online voting and the work of experts must be included in the
regional politics of memory. In turn, the regions need to find a balance between
following the path of a common national identity of the state and developing their
uniqueness that will give them a competitive advantage over other regions. In this
process, we can observe an increased interest in the images and persons of the past,
especially pre-revolutionary ones, as a result of nostalgic feelings for the lost “golden
age”. Using them to construct identity, the authorities get ample opportunities but
historical accuracy and authenticity should remain the key principles. Otherwise, if
historical images become the result of political construction without strategic

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elaboration, there will be a prospect that they will undergo changes following a
change in the ruling course, as history has repeatedly demonstrated.

Search for images of the past in the territory of Perm Krai

In September 2020, Perm hosted the first Interregional Tourism Fair, where Perm
Tourist Information Center presented the main brands of Perm Krai. Earlier, in 2016,
an article entitled “Brands of Perm Krai. The main brands of the territory”*® was
published on the official website of the tourist center. The materials of the center may
well be considered as a reflection of the official position of the regional authorities,
since the center was established in 2013 at the initiative of the Ministry of Physical
Culture, Sports and Tourism of Perm Krai in order to develop and popularize
domestic and inbound tourism in the region.

The establishment of regional tourist centers is an all-Russian practice of the last
decade. In addition to carrying out the main information activities, they are also the
agents of regional policy in the field of culture, forming the image of the region. In
this regard, it is noteworthy that the list underwent significant changes in four years:
some brands were added, and others were removed from the list.

The emergence of such brands as Active Perm and Kama River can be explained
by the desire to develop active rest and cruises, which is additionally evidenced by
the release of specialized maps on this topic by the tourist center in 2019. At the same

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time, it is interesting to note the addition of two personalized stories to the list of
brands (The Stroganov Dynasty and Bering’s Great Expedition) and the removal of
the Perm Animal Style brand, which occupied the first line in 2016. The Tea Capital
of the Russian Empire and Perm the Great Cherdyn were removed from the list as
well. We can see quite significant changes in the historical brands of the region that
occurred over a short period of time, which indicates a shapeless position of the
regional authorities on the promotion of the region and the absence of a single
historical image. After the “cultural revolution” in Perm in 2008—12 and the return to
conservative strategies of cultural development, the region continues to be in search
of its identity.

It is also noteworthy that the emphasis in the cultural positioning of the region is
on historical images: on the information stands placed in the cities of Perm Krai, all
tourist routes have a historical basis. For instance, each of the routes on the stand at
the Local History Museum of the town of Osa in Perm Krai, covering the main tourist
areas of the region, is of a historical nature one way or another.”'

The Imperial Route

Tourists are supposed to travel along these routes independently visiting
museums related to a given topic. In the territories included in the tourist routes,
large-scale cultural events with a historical context are held: the ethno-landscape
festival “The Call of Parma” (Northern Urals), the festival of historical reconstruction
“Big Maneuvers on the Khokhlov Hills” (Middle Kama), the festivals “Stroganov

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Week” (Upper Kama), “Osa, Bering’s water area” (Lower Kama), etc. For residents
of the territories where they are held, many of these events are central and iconic,
being the main events of the year, due to which a large audience can be gathered. The
regatta, motor boating, camping, and a series of musical concerts that are held within
the framework of these festivals could be held without reference to historical images,
but the historical component of the events is in high demand. The festivals are held
not only for the entertainment of the public and commercial gain but also for the
formation of the identity of the region. They are built into cultural policy.

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The events held as part of the region’s identity formation reveal the problem of
choosing the key historical image for the region: how to choose the most suitable one,
when each of them corresponds to its territory and social group? V. Abashev writes
that all images (signs of Perm) form a single whole, making up the so-called Perm
dictionary, where “Stefan of Perm,” “Permian period,” “Diaghilev,” “Pasternak,” etc.
are “dictionary entries.” Each of these signs, according to V. Abashev, is in demand:

They are not equivalent, each has its own range. . .. There are signs that form the
center, the core of the Permian paradigmatics, and signs located on its periphery.**

By working on the construction of an image, the concerned groups are able to
increase the degree of its demand, which may result in moving the image from the
periphery closer to the core. In some cases, thanks to the program work, the tradition
of honoring historical heroes becomes part of a large federal project, thus promoting
its status.

Since 2007, the events dedicated to the memory of boyar Mikhail Nikitich
Romanov (1560-1602) have been held annually in the village of Nyrob, Cherdynsky
Raion of Perm Krai. The choice of the place is connected with the fact that the
disgraced boyar was exiled to Nyrob in 1601 and ended his days there. There is a
museum of Mikhail Romanov in the village, and scientific and practical conferences
and theatrical performances have been held for many years in the days of his
memory. The tradition of honoring M. Romanov is restored rather than invented. A
special attitude to this place in Russia was formed a long time ago. G. Chagin notes
that in 1913, “real historical events were an occasion... to celebrate the
300" anniversary of the Romanovs’ reign in Nyrob in a special way.”> After the
revolution, public reverence of the representative of the House of Romanov became
impossible, and the chapel built over the pit where the uncle of the first Romanov tsar
was kept was destroyed. Almost a century later, at the request of the local population
and with the support of the regional authorities, the tradition of reverence was
revived.

In 2020, Nyrob became part of the federal project “The Imperial Route” dedicated
to the places of memory of the House of Romanov in Russia. Two years earlier, in
2018, Perm became an important part of this project, which is implemented by the
Ministry of Culture of the Russian Federation together with the Elisabeth-Sergius
Educational Society Foundation for the Revival of the Traditions of Mercy and

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Charity. It was due to the stay and death in Perm of Grand Duke Mikhail
Aleksandrovich of Russia (1878—-1918) and Grand Duchess Elizabeth Feodorovna of
Russia (1864—1918). By 2020 the project had united 19 regions of Russia — places of
residence and memory of the members of the House of Romanov. On the website of
the Federal Agency for Tourism, the task of the Imperial Route project is described as
follows:

The national historical and cultural tourism project “The Imperial Route” gives an
opportunity to take a fresh look at our history and introduce the younger generation
to the continuous chain of historical events in Russia.>*

While the Imperial Route project is an example of reconstructing the pre-Soviet
image of the past within the strategy of the state’s politics of memory, another
example from Perm Krai can be considered as the construction of a new image
(though based on the old one).

The town of Osa, founded in 1591, preserves the memory of many historical
events that has taken place in this land over four centuries. During the Soviet period,
the central historical event of Osa was the Peasant War of 1773-75, and the key
historical hero was E. Pugachev, who took Osa in 1774. Even before the Peasant
War, Osa witnessed another nationwide affair: in 1733, V. Bering stayed in Osa
during the Second Kamchatka Expedition (1733—43). Despite the fact that this event
has always remained in the memory of the townspeople, Osa as a place of memory of
the expedition and V. Bering himself has come forward quite recently. Since 2017,
Osa has become part of the federal project “The Routes of the Great Northern
Expedition” that includes a series of tours along the route of the Great Northern
Expedition of the 18" century under the leadership of V. Bering and A. Chirikov.
I. Mamatov, a native of Osa, is the organizer of the project. In recent years, a
memorial sign to Bering has been installed in Osa, a public garden has been
equipped, a new museum exposition has been designed, and the tradition of holding
the annual “Osa, Bering’s Water Area” festival has been laid.

Thanks to this project, the town receives a new strategy for its promotion.
Bering’s name has always remained in the memory of pre-revolutionary and Soviet
Russia (for example, in 1970 the famous film The Ballad of Bering and His Friends
was released). But hardly anyone outside of Osa associated this town with the name
of Bering. Nowadays, as a result of the construction of a new image, a new identity is
being formed, which is getting generally accepted.

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Recent mass events in Perm Krai clearly tend to draw closer to the history of the
pre-revolutionary past with its atmosphere, ceremonial practices, and garments. For
instance, a number of guests were wearing costumes stylized in the fashion of the
18"-19™ centuries and classical music was playing at the opening of the monument to
Count P. Stroganov in the village of Pavlovsky in 2016. Expert in local historian,
librarian T. Stepanova explained that what was happening at the ceremony was
connected with the fact that today people “want to become part of a noble history.”?
There are a lot of similar examples in Perm Krai: theatrical excursions in the style of
the “golden age” are very popular in Ocher, and costume balls are held in the former
steward’s house in the village of Ilyinskoe.

In March 2021, the Strelka consulting company calculated the index of tourist
attractiveness of Russian regions based on the impressions of travellers (more than 6
million publications on social networks were analyzed). Experts came to the
conclusion that “intangible heritage is an advantage in the tourist market.”*® As a
result of their research, it was revealed that today the unique intangible culture of the

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regions — music, dance, cooking, language, traditions, crafts, religion — takes the lead
over architectural monuments, historical sights, and other elements of material
heritage in terms of the number of mentions; and in terms of the share of positive
texts, intangible culture is a runner-up to the impressions from nature. All this
explains the growing popularity of reconstructing images of the past through
rapprochement with their practices: outfits and ceremonies. The construction of
historical memory should be supported by the practices of public history, through
which it is possible to include people in the meanings that are embedded in the places
of memory. Moreover, with the help of symbolic actions and practices of public
history, the images of the past receive a new voice and new opportunities for
application.

“Usolye Stroganovskoe” as “the quintessence of a historical image” and
“polyphony of historical and cultural intersections”

In most cases, regional strategies for the construction of historical memory are
limited to a set of cultural events with a historic connotation, the installation of
monuments, the renaming of objects, and the expansion of museum expositions. In
some cases, the potential of a historical image for a region is considered so high that
it can become a brand of the entire territory and therefore requires special tools for
construction. As a historical justification (possibly mythologized), the regions need
material objects of historical and cultural heritage that have the potential for
sacralization as well as a whole range of activities that involve the socio-political
forces of the region in the construction of the region’s brand. A small historical town
or city with a historical and architectural reserve in the center can be such an object.
Such a city concentrates a historical image and produces meanings that work to
promote this image.

In 2019, researchers from Tomsk University considered the case of the revival of
Bolgar and Sviyazhsk in the Republic of Tatarstan as the latest experience in
constructing historical memory in the conditions of a regional political situation. For
the regional authorities, it was important to emphasize the historical and religious
continuity between the historical symbolic towns: Bolgar, symbolizing Tatar and
Islamic culture, and Sviyazhsk, a symbol of Russian and Orthodox cultures. In order
to achieve this, much work was done to implement the necessary meanings. This
work was commenced in 2010 by President of Tatarstan M. Shaimiev. As a result,
today Sviyazhsk is a museum-reserve of federal significance “Island-town of
Sviyazhsk,” and the Bolgarian State Historical and Architectural Museum-Reserve
was organized in Bolgar. All the work carried out for this purpose was part of the
complex project “Cultural Heritage: the island-town of Sviyazhsk and Ancient
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Bolgar,” which includes both the restoration of architectural monuments and the
development of tourism infrastructure.

These examples suggest that given a historical justification, the past can become a
productive resource for shaping the identity of the region and its promotion at the
state level. The historical image may not have been previously used as an identity
construct, as, for example, V. Bering’s expedition in Osa, or it may be re-included in
the politics of memory, as the image of M. Romanov in Nyrob. However, when there
are many historical images in one territory, difficulties arise. The tourist center goes
through the list of historical brands of Perm Krai every few years, and despite
repeated attempts to approve one of them in Perm (the general images “The Cultural
Capital,” “Salt of the Earth,” “Gateway to Europe,” “New Permian Period,” or the
personalized images “The Stroganovs,” “Diaghilev,” “Tatishchev,” “Yermak”, etc.),
none of the brands was approved for a long time. In an interview to the author of this
study, O. Safroshenko, head of the Usolye Stroganovskoe project office, said:

There is no quintessence of the Stroganov image in Perm. There are a lot of them
but they are stretched. The richer the legacy, the more difficult it is to use it.”’

However, is a historical image, assembled into “quintessence” in one place (in
one separate territory of the region, city, museum-reserve) capable of exerting an
ideological influence on the entire identity of the region? The case of the revival of
Bolgar confirms this possibility. The town became a place of memory, a generally
accepted reference point from which the Islamization of the region began in 922.
Today, this meaning of Bolgar is decisive for the identity of the entire Republic of
Tatarstan.

The revival of Usolye Stroganovskoe could be a similar case in Perm Krai. If a
number of conditions are met, it has the potential to determine the identity of the
region in a broader perspective. The initial data concerning the two territories are
similar: a little over 8,000 people live in Bolgar (more than 3.5 million in the
Republic of Tatarstan) and just over 6,000 in Usolye (more than 2.5 million in Perm
Krai); historical heritage in both places was considered undeniably important for the
region up to a certain point, but projects were developed only after they were
involved in the cultural policy of regional authorities.

Usolye was founded in 1606 as the center of the salt industry of the Kama region
on the site of the settlement of Novoe Usolye. Until the end of the 18" century,
Novoe Usolye was the main settlement of the Stroganovs on the Kama. Today, the
Usolye Stroganovskoe Museum-Reserve operates on the territory of Usolye, and

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since 2019 there has been a project to restore the historical and cultural complex and
develop the territory. The main objective of the project is the formation of a museum
and tourist complex, which can be made possible through the creation of supporting
infrastructure and restoration of cultural heritage sites. One more important task is to
provide a series of events that would present the region. According to the provisions
of the new master plan of Usolye Stroganovskoe, the historical and architectural
complex “is an anchor object for the implementation of the tourism development
strategy in Perm Krai.”*® Russian organizations working with the Stroganov heritage
have joined the project. Among them are the State Hermitage Museum, the Russian
Museum, Moscow Stroganov State Academy of Arts and Industry, the Stroganov
Palace (branch of the State Russian Museum), Perm State Art Gallery, Perm Museum
of Local Lore, and some municipal museums. According to the creators of the
project, M. Reshetnikov, the previous governor of Perm Krai, was going to make this
project “his quick victory.” Despite the change of leadership, the strategic plans for
Usolye have not changed. But now the victory is not planned to be so fast, as the
implementation of the master plan is scheduled for 15 years.

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According to the SWOT analysis of the territory based of the results of surveys of
Berezniki and Usolye residents, conducted by the master plan working group, the
strengths of Usolye include architecture as well as the workshops and events held
there today. This is confirmed by the steady growth in the number of tourists visiting
the sights of the Usolye district, which in the period from 2015 to 2017 amounted to
about 22%. The number of tourists is constantly increasing: from 2012 to 2016, the
number of visitors increased from 27,000 to 54,350 people. The most attractive form
of visiting the complex is historical, cultural, and event tourism, which correlates
with other projects of the territories: the project dedicated to the memory of V. Bering
in Osa reaches the peak of population involvement in the water area in July;
M. Romanov, on the Romanov Days in September. At the same time, it was noted in
the master plan that people attend workshops and events in Usolye more willingly
than museums. This is probably due to the fact that over the past decades the situation
with museums has not changed. Only those museums that were created on the first
wave of rethinking the historical heritage operate but while new ones do not appear.

It is noteworthy that the project is called not just “Usolye” after the name of the
settlement but “Usolye Stroganovskoe,” which is due to the predominance of the
historical heritage of the Stroganovs in this area. However, representatives of other
well-known noble families left a noticeable mark in these lands, which, according to
V. Abashev, should form into a coherent text as symbols:

The integrity of the text implies its internal coherence, the ability of individual
elements to enter into syntagmatic plot-forming relationships, to form stable
semantic structures that further influence cultural practice.>

In this matter, a compromise was found in Usolye between the images of the
Stroganovs and other historical figures whose heritage is represented in the territory
of the reserve. According to the provisions of the master plan, the main idea for the
development of the museum is

to present the territory as a polyphony of cultural, historical, socio-economic
intersections, where there is a place for the Stroganovs, the Golitsyns, the
Abamelek-Lazarevs, the Shuvalovs, the Shakhovskois, and other significant figures
of Usolye history.”’

The prospects of their application in Perm Krai as a whole will largely depend on
what way and how successfully the practices to ensure the “polyphony of historical
and cultural intersections” will be implemented in Usolye. In the region, these

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intersections are much larger and more complex due to historical and geographical as
well as social factors. The experience of recent decades shows that it is a difficult
task to find a dominant historical image that would unite the residents of the south
and the north of Perm Krai, Perm workers, and intelligentsia. However, the
constructive steps that will be taken in Usolye may be useful in this area.

The formation of the Usolye complex as a scientific and educational center is one
of the important measures to ensure that the history of the place does not pass into the
category of entertainment but becomes a factor in the formation of the identity of its
residents, strengthening their connection with their small homeland. In this context, a
large role is assigned to the practices of public history designed for different target
audiences. Creative contests and summer camps are intended for children. It is
planned to develop a volunteer movement, workshop programs, local history lessons,
summer expeditions, and camps for schools. Students are planned to be involved
through museum research projects and student internships in the territory. Research
laboratories and creative workshops will be organized for teachers, scientists, and
researchers. It should be noted separately, that it is planned to offer a modern
storytelling project to the local population, which will form the basis of museum
quests and performances.

Scientific and educational orientation is based on broadcasting Stroganov’s
historical image. In addition to continuing the scientific conference “Stroganov
Readings,” it is planned to focus on the Stroganov heritage educational programs
“Stroganov Icon Painting,” “Stroganov Singing School,” “Stroganov Gold
Embroidery,” etc. At the same time, the well-established Stroganov areas listed above
can be supplemented with the new ones, such as the “Stroganov Financial and
Economic model” or “Stroganov Universities and Patronage.”

Of course, it would be overly optimistic to say that the implementation of all
scientific and educational programs and museum projects in Usolye will become an
example for the promotion of the Stroganov historical image throughout the region.
However, given that the top task of the project is to create a network of Stroganov
sites (which occupy the entire central part of Perm Krai) and the inclusion of the
Usolye Stroganovskoe brand in the European cultural route, it may become real.
Thus, the case of the Usolye Stroganovskoe project can demonstrate how a historical
project that is being developed at the local level has prospects of becoming an
identity construct at the regional level.

Conclusion

Today, historical images tend to be in demand in the regions: their use provides
opportunities for the development of historical policy and image promotion, and
becomes a competitive advantage over other regions in terms of tourist attractiveness.
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At the same time, determining the key historical image for the region faces a
number of difficulties. It is necessary to maintain a balance between the policy of the
federal center and the regional strategy. In addition, there is no universal way to
identify a single historical image these days. Popular Internet voting and expert focus
groups can be effective, but on condition that they are included in the program of
regional politics of memory and cultural strategies.

The increased interest in the images and persons of the past naturally leads to the
fact that they become part of the public history and event agenda of the regions. In
Perm Krai, we record the predominance of pre-revolutionary images in a number of
events associated with the names of the Romanovs, Stroganovs, Bering, and others in
places of their memory, which is explained, on the one hand, by nostalgic feelings for
the “golden age,” and on the other hand, by the increasing demand for non-material
culture of the regions. Historical images today are concentrated not so much around
architecture as around cultural heritage (traditions, music, crafts, etc.). Thus, the
identification of a key historical image for a region directly depends on how the
cultural trends associated with it will develop within the territory. This allows us to
reconsider the importance of public history practices that work with cultural heritage,
to give them a more prominent place in regional cultural policy, and to develop new
ideas and approaches in this direction.

Large-scale regional historical projects, such as Usolye Stroganovskoe, which
affect all spheres of life in a settlement, become a unique platform for studying the
influence of a historical image on the development of the territory. The fact that today
the Usolye Stroganovskoe project is at the initial stage of implementation makes it
possible to make a step-by-step analysis of all the processes associated with the
formation of identity within the city and explore its impact on the entire region.
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
