What does the history of pedagogy study? Throughout the passage of time, it has always been necessary to
educate children. And there have always been pedagogues — that is, people developing pedagogical programs
through the rethinking of their own experience.In order to trace the history of pedagogy, it’s important to first
define the concept of “pedagogy” itself, whose meaning has undergone numerous iterations over the centuries.
The concept has always been associated with the history of the development of thought, instructional institutions
and the advancement of knowledge, on which thinkers — educators — have always relied. Basic functions of
pedagogy: understanding the causes of the emergence of education as a social phenomenon and the system
process of its development, disclosure of versatile connections, purpose, objectives of the organization and
content of parenting and education in various historical periods.The first thoughts about upbringing and
education can be found in the writings and epos of ancient Greek, Roman philosophers and wise men (Plato,
Aristotle, Quintillian). Democritus wrote: “Good people become more from exercise than from nature
... education rebuilds man and creates nature.” These thoughts were formalized in the works of Quintillian
“Oratory,” Plutarch “On education”, Confucius “Conversations and Judgments”.
